4. Dues:  Discussion was held about the appropriate level of dues.  One suggestion for $25 per year was proposed.  Another proposal for $10 per year was proposed.  After some discussion, Diane moved that dues be $10 per year for the first year, and further debate and discussion to be held before setting permanent dues.  Connie seconded the motion.  The motion passed 3 to 0 (President abstaining).
